The taxation treatment of conacre lettings as a trading activity within Northern Ireland has been well established for many years.  However, the McClean case has fundamentally shifted conventional thought on the taxation of conacre.  Subsequent HMRC activity has demonstrated that the taxation treatment of conacre has changed.
This is a matter of extreme concern to both practitioners and the wider public with an estimated 30% of land in Northern Ireland let under conacre the implications of this case will be far reaching.
